Type 1AT Connection
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INSTALLATION STEP 1

Place geogrid on block over the groove. Leave
about 3'-6" extending over the block past the
groove to provide for the tail.

Place the fiberglass rod on top of geogrid.

INSTALLATION STEP 3

Fold the geogrid over the fiberglass rod. Pull to
tighten rod snug with the back of the groove.
Extend the geogrid tail behind the block to provide
a minimum of 3'-0" embedment behind the back of
the block.
